Thence Transfer by road to Munnar famous for its manicured tea gardens, cooler climate 
and the Nilgiti Tahr (species of goat). On the way visit Cheyyara waterfalls, Valara 
waterfalls and, a spice plantation (subject to leaving from Cochin not too late)

Today visit Eravikulam national park (Raja

Late afternoon take a boat cruise in 
the lake and experience the wilderness. Optional: Avail of the excellent Ayurvedic 
massage facility available at the hotel or nearby
